HEALTH AND SAFETY PLAN   2021-2022
[bookmark: _GoBack]The following HCS Health and Safety Plan is consistent with the guidelines the Diocese of Peoria released on July 21 and August 4, 2021.
1) HCS will continue to implement layered mitigation strategies including but not limited to: social distancing, frequent hand washing, frequent disinfecting of surfaces, daily temperature screening of students and quarantine measures.

2) HCS encourages parents to keep their children home if they have any symptoms of illness.  PLEASE PERFORM MORNING HEALTH SCREENINGS BEFORE SENDING YOUR CHILD TO SCHOOL.  HCS will send children home who have COVID symptoms or have symptoms of any communicable disease. (flu, strep throat, etc.)

3) Facial coverings (masks) will be required for all students, employees and volunteers while they are in the school building, in the church or when riding on a school bus.  Students may remove their masks during the lunch period and outside during PE and recess time.

4) Students who exhibit COVID-like symptoms will be sent home along with any siblings attending HCS.  

5) Remote learning will be available for any student who has a documented note from a physician that precludes the student from attending in person.

6) If HCS has to shutdown for any period of time due to the pandemic, the remote learning plan that was implemented during the 2020-2021 school year will be employed during the shutdown. 

7) HCS will work closely with the LaSalle County Health Department to implement best practices from the CDC including the investigation of possible COVID cases as well as contact tracing when required. 
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
